Primary considerations in the selection process are 1.  Financial needs (including income level, number of siblings, etc.) 2.  Scholastic record and 3.  Extracurricular activities (including employment).   After reviewing all applications, the Scholarship Committee members decide on the recipients and then choose the Zilber Award Winner.  Winners will be announced at A&R’s Annual Convention.
