The meeting was called to order at 10:05 am at the A&R offices by President Joella Bouchard Mudry.

M/M/S/C to approve minutes of the June 16, 2011 General Membership meeting as corrected by adding the words “a website” at the end of the 3rd line of the Program Committee report..
Joella introduced Melanie Buckley and Kim Allen of the State Comptroller’s Office who addressed the meeting and answered questions regarding any changes to the retiree healthcare program.

President’s Report:   Joella reported on the AFL-CIO convention which she recently attended and noted that retirees only are allowed one delegate – a situation that she will work on to change to allow for more representation.  She noted that for the first time in many years a Governor addressed the convention.  The conference focused on the theme of all in Labor working together. Joella also attended the CT ARA convention in June and heard CT AFL-CIO President John Olsen give the keynote address as he urged attendees to “mentor our younger members”… Joella reported that A&R President Laila Mandour has reconstituted a committee to review the Retiree Constitution.  Until further notice no retiree from other unions are allowed to join the A&R Retiree Council….A&R’s 30th Anniversary party will be held December 9, 2011 with a fee of $15 for retirees.  Joella passed out sign-up forms….she reported that A&R retirees will include active members in web and hard-copy notices of retiree events that active A&R members will be invited to attend and the active Local will reciprocate in kind….The 2009 A&R Retiree Constitution was discussed and confirmed….The Governor’s wife had given Joella a tour of the Governor’s mansion and grounds and told her that for a fee the mansion is available for use for groups such as ours.  It’s possible that we might use the facility for a future event or gathering.  The contact person for a tour and arrangements is Carol Shea at 860-524-7355…Joella met with the Governor September 7 regarding pensions for DRS retirees and regarding the 25 Sigourney Street building. The Governor told her that he will meet with is commissioners and get back to her.  Joella will schedule another meeting with the Governor to discuss workers’ comp issues. …The A&R Retiree Holiday party will be held at the Chowder Pot on December 29. Joella urged people to save the date. A General Membership meeting at 11:30am will precede the party.
